He declared that “semiology aims to take in any system of signs: images, gestures, musical sounds, objects, and the complex associations of all of these”. 
“Perhaps we must invert Saussure's formulation and assert that semiology is a branch of linguistics”.
Others have accepted Saussure's location of linguistics within semiotics.

However, even if we theoretically locate linguistics within semiotics it is difficult to avoid adopting the linguistic model in exploring other sign systems. 
Semioticians commonly refer to films, television and radio programmes, advertising posters and so on as 'texts', and to 'reading television' (Fiske, John & John Hartley (1978): Reading Television. London: Methuen ).
